KirkCats

Inspired by the Lifeline 

Animal Project’s Catlanta 

program, KirkCats was 

founded in 2014 by Cathy 

Rice, Rose Nathan, and 

Catherine Tipton to trap, 

neuter, return, and care for 

our feline neighbors.

Th e organization teaches 

volunteers to humanely trap 

kitties and bring them to 

Lifeline so that they can 

be vetted, vaccinated, and 

spayed or neutered. Th ey also 

check for microchips in order 

to return a possibly lost pet 

to his or her owner. In just 

two years, the group treated 

over 200 cats in Kirkwood 

and re-homed 40 kittens and 

tame cats. 

Cathy said, “Most of our 

costs are paid by volunteers 

chipping in. We were thrilled 

when KBOA contacted us 

to donate funds from the 

Wine Stroll to our eff orts. 

As part of Kirkwood, we are 

amazed at the support from 

the donation of $500 from 

KBOA. Th ese funds have 

been so helpful in fi xing 

and vaccinating community 

cats and caring for sick and 

injured cats. We can’t thank 

you all enough.”

I hate to say it, but crime 

statistics demonstrate that 

break-ins increase when 

school is not in session. Th at 

means summer vacation, 

end-of-the-year holidays, 

and, to a lesser extent, spring 

break.

Th e police tell me that 

adult criminals will recruit 

kids and train them to kick 

in doors and steal desired 

items. Th e adult mentor 

watches from a safe distance 

but receives the stolen goods. 

If they’re caught, juveniles 

are treated more leniently 

under the law, and the adult 

can avoid an arrest that will 

stick. 

Th e typical method is 

“smash-and-grab,” with 

a door kicked in, goodies 

snatched, and the intruder 

gone in less than fi ve 

minutes. One Grant Park 

theft captured by the home 

security camera and posted 

on YouTube last year was 

timed at just 22 seconds 

from kick-in to exit with TV.

Most burglaries happen 

between noon and 3:00 pm, 

when the home’s occupants 

are at work. Some, like the 

one in the video, happened 

right after the owners leave 

for work. Th at implies the 

house was being watched. 

Do security cameras help? 

Th ey seldom deter thieves, 

but sometimes they can give 

police clues to catch them. 

However, the camera would 

have to be of good enough 

quality to provide a high-

resolution image for identi-

fi cation, preferably in color. 

Th at’s an expensive camera, 

and it would still have to be 

positioned just right to catch 

something usable.

Unless you have deep 

pockets, there are more 

eff ective deterrents for your 

money. Preventing intrusion 

through doors and windows 

is the best idea. A monitored 

alarm system to limit “illegal 

shopping” time is the second 

thing you should consider. 

For doors:

• Steel burglar bar doors 

(with their own locks) 

installed outside your entry 

door

• Reinforcement of jambs 

and door with unobtrusive 

steel hardware

• Security storm doors like 

Larson’s “Secure Elegance” 

For windows:

• Steel burglar bars

• Window pins for wood 

windows, or dowels for 

vinyl and aluminum 

windows

• Clear window security
